Course: Arabic Rhetoric          0201265

This course  is mandatory for the students at the department. It briefly tackles the concept of rhetoric, its development, sources, relation with other disciplines, prominent figures, and how it was affected by the Holy Qur’an. It deals with the most frequent topics such as semantic topics including forms of reference, predicate and rhetorical meaning conveyed, rhetorical styles such as ellipsis, foregrounding and back grounding, brevity, wordiness, pause and connection .Illustrative examples will be given from the Holy Qur’an, Hadith, Arabic poetry and prose
